
Here’s a pop quiz to test what you know. Answer True or False for each of the following: 
 
___ There is a 42% decline in weekly church attendance among American young adults 
 aged 18-25 who grew up in Christian families. From 18 to 29, the drop is 58%. 
___ Of the 18 million people enrolled in U.S. public and private colleges and universities, 
 more than 100,000 are members of Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod congregations. 
___ There are about 4,300 college and university campuses in this country. LCMS member 
 students attending them are served by more than 200 intentional LCMS campus  
 ministries, 400 contact ministries, and 220 Lutheran Student Fellowship chapters. 
___ More than 80 percent of U.S. college and university students say they have an interest 
 in spirituality; 75 percent say they are searching for meaning and purpose in their lives.
